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A description of young people’s living conditions

The vast majority of young people today are doing well. For
example, a larger share of 15-16-year-olds satisfy the national
objectives for school year 9, and more businesses are being
started by young people. But there are also negative
tendencies. Young people’s health has not improved in line with
that of older groups, youth unemployment has increased sharply
and young people’s economic situation has worsened. Young
people’s circumstances and opportunities vary, depending
among other things on age, sex, socio-economic background,
Swedish or foreign background, place of residence and possible
disabilities or learning difficulties.

Youth Today 2009 is the fourth compilation of young people’s
living conditions produced by the Swedish National Board for
Youth Affairs, building on reports from 17 government agencies
and the Swedish Sports Confederation.
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
